Thomas HobbesÕ Leviathan is perhaps most well known for its central claim, that manÕs essential 
nature is competitive and selfish followed by his support based upon this claim for a powerful 
sovereign, a ÒLeviathanÓ whose presence would enforce law and through that law offer peace 
that otherwise is unattainable.  Though his book was burned and banned for sedition and 
blasphemy, HobbesÕ painstaking analysis of men and their cities opened up new vistas in 
political philosophy, breaking with AristotleÕs belief that men were naturally social, and paving 
the way for later political thinkers, including Locke and Rousseau.
